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Person Specification
Volunteer Mentor

People appointed to volunteer as a BDP Volunteer Mentor should be able to meet, or have the potential to meet, the following criteria -

1. To have an understanding of the needs of young people, especially those who are affected by parental substance misuse. 

2. To have enthusiasm for getting involved in different activities, and be able to pass that enthusiasm on to young people. 

3. To attend all five sessions of initial volunteer training.

4. To attend regular group supervision / ongoing training, approximately 3 hrs per month.

5. To commit to volunteering as a Volunteer Mentor for one year after being matched with a young person. 

6. To be available to visit allocated mentee usually on a weekly basis.
7. To be prepared to work with a young person anywhere within the Bristol area. 
8. To be prepared to commit to the “buddying system” between mentors.
9. To have, or to have the potential to develop, attitudes towards drug use which are compatible with BDP's operational philosophy of harm minimisation.

10. To have the ability to respond appropriately in a crisis.

11. To respect and work within BDP’s Child Protection, Confidentiality and Equal Opportunities Policies.
NB
Where applicants have had problems with drug-use themselves, we require people to have spent a period of stability of two years or more in the community, post drug dependence.  
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
